• Kunnskapsparken Bodø (04): Follow up implementation

• Nord-Trøndelag Research (05), survey regarding pupils and 
students in the JA-YE’s Company Programmes:

– They establish businesses far more often (17 %) than the population in 
general (7,5 % - L. Kolvereid & G.A. Alsos)

– 75 % of the pupils found school more interesting and exciting

– 80 % of the teachers had positive experiences

– More than 40 % of the leaders of student companies were females.

• Kunnskapsparken Bodø (06): 22 % of the students who 
participated in JA-YE’s Graduate Programme, have established 
their own business

• Next Generation – Enterprise 2010 – positive signals at an 
European level
